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Did not start (DNS) is my story for the NCRS 
national convention. What a disappointment! In an 
effort to get one more point, I decided to finally 
replace the two steel bolts that hold the thermostat 
housing to the aluminum water pump. These bolts 
are supposed to have a cad finish and mine were 
iron oxide. The first bolt came right out. The second 
bolt snapped off flush with the surface. Aluminum-
steel galvanic corrosion is quite effective even 

though they are close on the anodic index. I thought since I had a 6mm x 1.0 
tap I could simply drill the bolt out and re-tap the hole. How hard can this be? 
Well, in the process, I snapped the drill off in the bolt. This was Friday night 
with a Sunday departure to drive the 612 miles to Novi.  
 
After a few hours on Saturday trying to kludge a fix and a lot of drama on my 
part, the low-risk approach was adopted—leave the car home. There would 
be no McLellan Mark-of-Excellence Award for Brian in 2011. Carol and I 
drove the 2006, which meant she did not have to haul a set of tires up there 
in her Highlander. My three-year McLellan window goes to the 2013 national 
convention in Virginia, so I need to decide what to do. The real lesson here is 
not galvanic corrosion as much as procrastination on my part. I was working 
down the to-do list from the 2010 national convention. These bolts had been 
on the list since I bought the car. Do not put things off. I did get to see my 
name on the floor of the convention center in front of a space, and so did a lot 
of other people.    (See Page 7)

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After looking at quite a few original 1963-64 interiors 
and a lot more that were not, there are a few clues to 
identifying original parts that I have picked up on.  While 
this article only addresses 1963-64 Corvettes, there are 
similar differences between original and reproduction 
pieces in all model cars. You will be amazed how easy 
it is to identify a replacement part once you recognize 
the details of an original. 
 

Door Panels : Let’s begin with these, as they are a quite 
simple and interesting example. On original panels, the 
easiest clue is that many of the vertical heat pleats 
extending upward from “hockey stick” stainless steel 
trim to the window trim typically  stop short of the 
window trim. This effect often begins by the vent 
window vertical support and continues rearward toward 
the middle of the door window; however, the effect 
usually ends before reaching the rear end of the panel.  
 

The number of pleats that reach up to the window trim 
varies between panels although seldom, if ever, do all 
the pleats on a particular panel reach up to the window 
trim. And rarely is this pattern identical on both door 
panels of the same car. These pictures taken of original 
panels on different cars are typical examples.         
���
�

Although not shown in the above pictures, the heat 
pleat that the “hockey stick” trim sits in does not extend 
beyond the upper end of the trim. On some 
replacement panels, this pleat extends all the way to 
the window stainless steel trim. And the trim piece fits 
snuggly against the door panel. 
�

The window stainless trim 
at the top of original 
convertible  panels is 
contoured inward toward 
the car interior starting at a 
point just before the vent 
window vertical stainless 
support. It then runs 

parallel to the vent window to the forward end of the 
panel.  
 

Coupe  trim is contoured 
outward toward the car exterior 
starting at a point just past the 
vent window stainless vertical 
support. This piece then runs 
parallel to the vent window to 
the forward end of the panel.  
 

Replacement panels often have no contour at all, have 
a slight contour to the outward side of the door (in both  
convertible and coupe), or have the contour starting at 
the incorrect point.   
�  

�

The panels are attached to the perimeter of the 
doorframe with screws inserted through cone-shaped 
washers that are peened over to the backside of the 
panel to permanently affix them to it. Replacement 
panels most often use loose cone-shaped washers or 
ones that are captured to the screw.  
�

The final door panel clue we will discuss is the carpet 
insert at the bottom of the panel. Originals match the 
floor carpet in color and configuration. All original carpet 
was made of double twist loop of 80/20 material with a 
small closed loop.  
 

Door Panel Pulls : Often referred to as arm rests, these 
pulls can be a little more difficult to identify as original. 
These items have a chrome-plated plastic base and a 

vinyl-wrapped 
foam rubber upper 
section. On 
original pieces, the 
upper vinyl section 
is wrapped 

smoothly around the corners without any folded over 
sections. It gives an appearance of almost being 
vacuum formed around the underlying foam piece.  
When viewed from 
the end, the top of 
the piece appears to 
be flat, starting at the 
edge closest to the 
door panel to about 
three-quarters of the way to the edge closest to the car 
interior. At that point it is beveled slightly, not rounded, 
and then curves down to the chrome plated plastic 
base. These pictures of original panels on different cars 
are typical examples. Original chrome-plated base 
pieces have a smooth finish without any vertical lines as 
seen in many reproduction pieces.  
 
 

Sill Plates : Original sill plates were constructed of 
extruded aluminum that was then anodized. Due to this 
process, they have a luster 
somewhat lower than that of 
polished aluminum. The gloss 
level is such that they may have 
a slightly milky appearance 
when you look directly at the top 
surfaces. The most telling 
feature is that original plates 
have 12 horizontal ribs with 13 
depressions. Many replacement 
sill plates have 11 horizontal ribs and 12 depressions 
although there is a new reproduction unit that has the 
correct number of ribs and depressions. Again, once 
you compare an original to most replacements the 
difference is like night and day.  
 

Screws holding the sill plate to the body sill are #8s with 
the outer edge of the head flush or slightly below the 
surface of the plate. Although I’m not certain, it appears 
that these screws were originally cadmium or zinc 
plated,  not  chromed.  Further  research is  required  on

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this as the original finish of most original screws 
observed has deteriorated beyond definition. 

 
Dash Pads : Original dash 
pads have a shallow fine-
grain textured vinyl 
covering. The deeper-
grained coarse texture of 
most replacement pads will 
stand out immediately 

when compared with an original. What is often 
overlooked is the configuration of legs extending down 
toward the bottom of the dash panel between the two 
pads. Original pads curve in sharply toward the middle 
of the dash panel where the panel bumps out at the 
bottom. Many replacement pads do not have this sharp 
curve and some may not curve inward at all. 
 

Convertible Deck Lid Lip Vinyl Edging :  As with the 
door panels, the heat pleats on this vinyl edging neither 
go all the way to the 
top of the piece nor do 
they extend   all   the   
way  to the   bottom as  
they   do on most 
replacement pieces. 
The widths of original pleats appear to be slightly 
narrower than those on replacement pieces.  
 
Brake Light Switches and Capacitors :  Although not 
often thought of as interior pieces, brake light switches 
and capacitors for radio-equipped cars are a part of the 
interior judging process.  
 
Original brake light switches are 
plated metal and activate the brake 
lights when the pedal is depressed. 
Current replacement parts are 
plastic and vary significantly in 
configuration from originals. 
 

Brake switch capacitors were installed on all radio-
equipped cars. While they configuration varies from 
1963 to 1964, they were affixed to the brake/clutch 
fixture in both years.  

1963 capacitors were round, 
approximately ¾” diameter and 1½” 
long with a red fiber plug at one end. A 
single black wire protruded through this 
plug and had a thin narrow flat brass 
sheet soldered to the end that was 
inserted into the plastic wire connector 
plugged onto the brake switch.  

 
The 1964 capacitor was round, 
approximately 1” diameter and 2½” 
long. This capacitor had a wire lead 
protruding from each end that had a 
thin narrow flat brass sheet soldered 
to each end that was inserted into 
the plastic wire connector plugged 
onto the brake switch.  
 

For those of you who read this and say, “Wow, is that 
guy ever anal,” I apologize.

On Saturday, June 4, several chapter members spent 
the day at Old Salem in Winston-Salem, NC. We met at 
the visitors’ center and proceeded to stroll at our leisure 
through the preserved village that was the 1849 
Moravian settlement. It eventually merged with Winston 
to form the present city.
