Corvette has been pace car for the Indianapolis 500
ten times, and five years were consecutive.

The 1969 model had Corvette’s longest running
production time, extending from August 1968 through
December 1969.

And according to Kurt Geis in the Midway Chapter’s
Tune-up, 1983 was the worst year for Corvette sales
and production.
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At this stage of their life, the finish on original C4 L98
and early LT1 magnesium valve covers is starting to
blister, discolor and peel. To refurbish C4 Corvette
valve covers, you must strip them down to the bare
magnesium castings and duplicate the original sandy
textured finish to achieve a near factory look.

To begin, you must remove the valve covers from the
engine. Next, glass bead blast both valve covers to
remove as much of the original epoxy coating as
possible. In some cases bead blasting will not remove
all of the original epoxy coating, which tends to be
very hard. If need be, use a heavy-duty paint stripper
and a wire brush to remove any remaining original
epoxy and underlying primer.

Once the original finish has been completely
removed, wash the valve covers in hot soapy water
and rinse thoroughly. Dry with compressed, let air dry
and apply a final wipe with lacquer thinner. Do not
touch the raw valve covers with bare hands as the
natural oils from your skin can lead to paint blistering
in short order.

Next, spray each valve cover with a couple coats of
Eastwood black self-etching primer. Once dry, follow
up the primer with a couple coats of Eastwood
textured paint. www.eastwood.com

As the original magnesium castings have a lot of
cosmetic imperfections, this latter product will help
hide most of the casting pocks and pits while closely
duplicating the original sand-textured finish that GM
used.

Finally, a couple coats of standard C4 magnesium
valve-cover paint, which can be ordered from most
any Corvette parts house, will complete the
refurbishment. Remember to follow  the
manufacturer’s instructions when applying canned
aerosol paint products.

As a note of caution: be aware that the painted
surface on your newly refurbished valve covers will
not be a rock hard as the original GM epoxy coating.

For this reason you must be careful not to drop tools,
nuts, bolts or washers on them, particularly in the first
several weeks after they have been repainted. Your
newly painted valve covers will harden up after a
month or so, but they will never be as hard as the
original GM epoxy finish.

It really makes me angry when | give someone a ride
in my '63 Corvette only to discover later that he/she
had on hardsole shoes, maybe even with metal cleats
on the heels, and | now have a scratch on the door
sill.

I recently bought a new cell phone which had a clear
plastic film to protect the screen from scratches. |
thought what a good idea. A few days later | was
reading a catalog from AutoSport Automotive
Outfitters (www.autosportcatalog.com) and there it
was—Item #14161 XPel doorsill guards. | thought |
would give them a try.

First | removed both sill plates and cleaned them with
acetone to remove any wax. The width of the plastic
guard was perfect and the length of one roll was
enough to cover both sill plates. The directions say to
mix a few drops of dish detergent in water and coat
the sill plate to allow the plastic guard to be positioned

properly.

The doorsill plates on the '63 Corvette have two
ribbed areas, each about 2" wide centered between
the smooth areas. | put the guards in place and use
the supplied squeegee to remove the water
underneath, but much to my chagrin there were a
jillion little soap bubbles left in the ribbed areas. |
thought, oh well, it seemed like a good idea at the
time and | walked away disgusted.

The next day the bubbles were gone and the guards
were practically invisible. | cut a small X in the plastic
at each screw hole to keep the screws from twisting
the plastic and reinstalled the plates.

The result is perfect, the
guards are virtually
undetectable, and |
think they could even be
left on for judging. The
best part is that | no
longer have to worry about
passengers’ shoes.
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Conventions

2011: Updates were given on plans and arrangements
for the 2011 National in Novi, Michigan, at the
Suburban Collection Showplace (formally known as the
Rock Financial Center). Some of the events are filling
up fast and it is suggested that members register soon.

Road Tour Report: Road Tour registrations are
currently about 50% of what is expected.

Business Manager Mark Lincoln is investigating how
the use of social networks (like Facebook and Twitter)
might increase membership, especially from younger
people.

Gary Mortimer reported current membership is 15,565
with new memberships being 53,000+.

A list of the regionals approved for 2013 is on page 2 of
this newsletter.
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As | travel through Region IV, | am asked how other
chapters raise money for operation and donations for
charities. The Queen City Chapter recently held its
fourth annual swap meet for Corvette parts. It was
advertised in several car club newsletters and on email
sights. Other chapters in the area were informed
through the NCRS web site. 70 booth spaces were sold
for $20.00 each. There were 200+ attendees @$5.00
each; food was sold; and there was a 50-50 raffle. Total
revenue was $10,318 minus expenses of $2460, with
net revenue $7857. This gives the chapter funds to
assist the Shriner Burn Center for Children.

Other chapters have used the model for similar events.
It takes help and planning from the members, but the
result speaks for itself.

Insurance purchasing is at best a daunting task. We
buy insurance to properly cover an accident or theft.
Insuring classic cars is even more challenging.

Following are things to consider and a few examples to
avoid.

There are many things to familiarize oneself with prior
to purchase. For late model (C4-C6s), standard
carriers may offer a good starting point. Low-price
insurers can often let you down when you need them
most. Ask your Corvette friends and associates whom
they insure with and what their costs and claims
experience have been. It helps to have dwellings and
other vehicles insured with the same company, which
mitigates their claim risk. Also consider the benefit of a
local agent to assist with claims.

A small print item in some policies is the labor rate the
insurance company lists. It may allow $50/hr., but the
selected shop may charge $75/hr. Guess who pays the
difference? Network with Corvette colleagues to find the
best shop to repair a car. Late models have different
requirements from C1 through C3.

Owners of older Corvettes need collector car insurance.
Two good ones are Heathcock Classic and Hagerty.
These people know the collector car market and have
knowledgeable claims people. Read the fine print and
get Agreed Value for a car that is only driven
occasionally, not Blue Book value. You have much
more than the used car value invested in a classic car.
Let's say an all-original 10,000-mile 1967 Corvette is
damaged. You can claim Diminished Value. Cars are
only original once, and when restored or repaired, can
lose 30-50% value.

An owner who buys at an auction should read the rules
from the auction company. The car is yours when the
hammer falls. Your insurance company may say you
are covered, but sometimes the small print says only for
the largest amount you have on another insured car.
Let's say you have $50,000 on your present car, and
you get into a bidding war for a car and pay $100,000. If
you have an Actual Cash Value policy, the adjuster can
say you overpaid for the car.

Let's say a car is insured for $50,000 and taken to an
auction. The car sells for $75,000, and it is moved
outside. Later that day a storm inflicts severe damage.
The new owner refuses to pay for the damaged car,
and the seller’'s insurance company refuses to pay as
ownership changed when the gavel fell. Options are to
sue the purchaser or take the damaged car back.
Hopefully the new owner has auction coverage.

Here's another example: A collector Corvette is stolen
from your garage. You watch all the Internet sales and
five years later find it listed for sale. The present owner
has restored the car and is asking $75,000. You had

the car insured for $45,000 and got a check some years
earlier. When you accepted the payment, the car
belonged to the insurance company. They may decide
to sell their fresh restoration for market price to cover
their losses and improve the bottom line.

A more common situation involves selling to an
unknown purchaser who shows up, looks over your car
and has a customer that wants that exact car. He has a
trailer and gives you more than a fair price since he has
a buyer on the hook. He pays with a cashier's or
certified bank check and you sign the title. He loads the
car and is gone. Three days later your bank informs you
the check is counterfeit. You notify the police that the
car has been stolen. The insurance company issues
you a check and voids your title because the company
now owns the car.

Some years later you find the car for sale on a dealer's
lot. The police investigate and find the dealer has a
valid title—the one you signed but did not fill in the line
for purchaser's name. The thief represented himself as
you and inserted the dealer's name as the purchaser,
eliminating himself from the transaction. You willingly
transferred the title even though you never received any
funds. The present owner/dealer has no knowledge of
past fraudulent transfers and retains the car. You are
still chasing your purchaser/thief.

There are two warnings here: 1) never give a buyer the
title until the check has cleared. (If he is in a rush, have
a wire transfer made to your bank; usually takes 3-4
hours) 2) do not leave the purchaser line blank when
you sign the title.

Obviously, the best answer for all the above situations
is owner/buyer knowledge and an insurance carrier that
knows collector cars and can explain and provide
proper coverage. Do your homework on insurance.
